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Bernie's policy corner

A quick update on Straterra’s policy work.

Climate change

The Minister, Hon Paula Bennett, announced
the complete phase-out of the two-for one
emissions unit surrendering obligation in
stages by 1 January 2019. The price cap
would be retained at $25 a tonne of CO2-e.
We are considering the implications for the
coal sector. A further round of policy
consultation is foreshadowed, to explore an
auction scheme under the NZ emissions
Trading Scheme, and review the policy on
free allocation of units for businesses qualifying as emissions-intensive and trade-exposed.

Mercury in gold mining

MfE is shortly to consult on proposals concering the use of mercury in alluvial gold mining, and
more broadly in relation to mercury emissions. This is to implement NZ’s obligations under the
UN Mercury Convention. We are working on this matter with Minerals West Coast.

RMA planning processes

The perfect storm of second generation planning processes continues, with early engagement
underway with Far North District Council and Whangarei District Council on their forthcoming plan
reviews.

Oceans

We appeared before the Local Government and Environment Select Committee on the Kermadec
Ocean Sanctuary Bill expressing qualified support for the Bill. LGE is due to report back to
Parliament in August. Reform of the EEZ Act 2012 is part of the larger Resource Legislation
Amendment Bill. The report-back to Parliament on this Bill has been delayed to early September.
Work is ongoing on the topic of marine protected areas legislation.

MinEx update

MinEx CEO Les McCracken says that

WorkSafe is clear there would be no

further extension on renewing COCs —

and MinEx is not arguing against that. If

people have not completed the

required unit standards, on January

1 any existing COC would not be valid.

That would require quarries and mines without a COC-holder to close, or face prosecution. This issue
will be discussed at this week's annual QuarryNZ Conference in Blenheim.

Both Les McCracken and MinEx Chair Chris Baker will be presenting at the QuarryNZ Conference. Les
will be discussing aspects of the toolkit on health and safety for small quarries and how it should be
used. Chris will be talking about the review of the mining regulations and the importance of the industry
working together in health and safety.
